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PRESIDENTS’ LETTER

Many exciting things are happening with the Moore County Historical Association as
we celebrate our 70th year.

In June, we had our Annual meeting at the Shaw House, where Ray Owen gave an
interesting talk about Elizabeth (Buffie) Ives who founded the MCHA in 1946 and the
formative years of the 1800s and 1900s when Southern Pines grew up in the Sandhills’
unique history.

It was a hot day but members who came enjoyed the talk, and peach cobbler and ice
cream in the shade of the big trees.

New board members were installed. They are: Kate Curtin, Vern Elhart, Dorothy
Shankle and Grace Snelgrove. The board includes Johnny Burns, Wayne Hamblin, Kaye
Brown, Steady Meares, Bud Wallen, Liz Whitmore, Katie Chisolm, Sara Lindau, Eileen
Malan, Greg Zywocinski, and Paula Caddell.

New officers are: Jim Jones and Judy Snider, co-presidents; Johnny Burns vice president;
Dorothy Shankle, treasurer; and Paula Caddell, secretary. We're lucky to have on the
board a group of multi-talented people who work hard to help MCHA work well.

(We are changing our annual membership meeting next year from June to May when the
weather should be more pleasant. The date of the annual membership meeting in 2017
will be announced later.)

We continue to depend on our members to fill in, with volunteer help, or serve as advisors.
We currently need docents to greet visitors and help them learn about the history of the
Shaw House and the cabins. We need volunteers to come to the Shaw House and wrap
the custom soaps whose sales are our largest source of income—and growing. In the
seven years since we started selling custom soaps, wrapped by our volunteers, we have our
soaps in about 77 shops, including along the coast, in addition to local establishments.
We can always use help, particularly wrappers and those who can deliver and help with
mailing.

We are now working on the Southern Pines’ Autumnfest that is Oct. 1 and on the Shaw
House Fair, scheduled for the next Saturday, Oct. 8. We are also gearing up for Christmas
and holiday activities. Help is always needed since we are planning an activity most of the
time during the year.

Grace Jones, Jim's wife, has been hard at work as a volunteer cleaning
up, pruning, and beautifying the Shaw House site readying for fall and
winter events. The Joneses have been giving the place a much-needed
facelift, with several huge truckloads of debris disposed of. Other
regular volunteers include Caroline Collins, a Pinecrest graduate and

rising sophomore at UNC-Chapel Hill who plans a double major in



history and information/library science. Caroline started volunteering on July 9 and
finished on Aug. 17 to get ready for fall term.“I was looking for something to do this
summer, not wanting to just do nothing,” she says, MCHA Administrative Officer
Sarah Mathews told her she could be a docent or research historical subjects for
people who request MCHA help with local history topics. Volunteer Becky Keith
regularly visits the Shaw House to help scan land grants and deeds into the system
and set up the reference library. Trustee Secretary Paula Caddell, a retired educator,
volunteers to scan items into the electronic archives. She’s working with the late
educator Bobby Brendell’s private postcard collection. Volunteer Robert Brown is
scanning the Pilot archives and Thomas Monti is also scanning archives.

“Volunteering is the ultimate exercise in democracy. You vote in elections once a year,
but when you volunteer, you vote every day about the kind of community you want
to live in.” This quote from an unknown author is contributed by Dorothy Shankle,
a direct descendant of the Shaw family, a long-time board member, officer, treasurer
and volunteer.

Good fellowship and fun is the earmark of MCHA volunteer experience. We could
not accomplish all we do without your help. We need ever more volunteers as
activities expand.

The Kenneth Black Cemetery continues to stir a lot of interest locally and in other
areas. Descendants and other relations of Kenneth Black, a Revolutionary War era
Scottish loyalist who lived near what is now Pinecrest Plaza and was murdered in
1781 on what is now the golf course at the Southern Pines Elks Club, by a patriotic
(rebel) group who mistook him for their real target: an active British loyalist named

David Fanning.

The cemetery is under the protection of the Moore County Historical Association
as its agent, and the property where it is located is owned by a man dedicated
to preserving the cemetery as important local history in the face of impending
development. Our volunteers work constantly to keep the site cleared, weeded, and
ready to be seen by descendants and other relations of Black who often visit the site,
as do others interested in local history from North Carolina and other states.

We have interesting and free historic oriented lectures set up this summer and fall.
On July 17 a large crowd heard Dr. Matt Farina talk about Civil War era medicine
at the Southern Pines Civic Club at 105 S. Ashe St. On Sept. 11 Anne Russell will
discuss her book, “The Wayward Girls of Samarcand.” The lecture will be 2 p.m. at
the Civic Club.

On Now. 5 from 10-4, will be a demonstration and lecture on the Sandhills’ first
industry: production of tar, pitch and turpentine—naval stores—from longleaf
pine trees--by Bryan Avery at the Bryant House and McLendon Cabin at 3361 Mt.
Carmel Road near Carthage. This is Avery’s third presentation hosted this time by
the Friends of the Bryant House, under the Moore County Historical Association
umbrella that sponsored two last year, and sponsored by the state.

We're entering into a new endeavor this year. The Festival of Trees has been observed
here for several years. This is the first time the MCHA will participate. We are
currently working on this project, painting tree ornaments that represent historic

homes and landmarks in North Carolina. The Festival is Nov. 16-20 at the Carolina
